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It has been a challenging year for Sedcat with no

additional funding coming in and navigating all the rising &

costs. We have seen a severe spike in requests to get
vulnerable community members to their vital hospital
appointments with no support from local authorities for
this service.

Without these services, many of our members would
struggle to access essential amenities such as healthcare,
groceries, or social engagements, leading to increased
isolation and a greater risk of mental health issues like
depression or anxiety. The burden on family members and
caregivers would also grow, as they may need to take on
additional responsibilities to ensure their loved ones can
get to their vital appointments. Moreover, without acces-
sible transport, individuals may miss vital appointments
‘ or opportunities for education and employment, further
q deepening social and economic inequalities.

Our Social Value

In the UK, the Public Services (Social Value) Act 2012 requires public
authorities to consider social value in procurement, encouraging suppliers to
demonstrate how their services contribute to wider societal goals.

We have calculated Sedcat’s social value of £401,541 to the local economy as
follows:
